Introduction

This volume contains maps of inventoried roadless area1 maps for the National Forest System lands
analyzed in Volume 1 of this final environmental impact statement. State and administrative unit
(national forest or grassland) scale maps are included. State maps are organized alphabetically, and
display the inventoried roadless areas in relation to specially designated areas, other National Forest
System lands, and county boundaries.

Administrative unit maps are found following the map of the state in which it occurs. Units whose
boundaries extend into more than one state have maps following each applicable state map. No
maps are included for states that contain no National Forest System lands. These are Connecticut,
Delaware, Hawaii, Iowa, Maryland, Massachusetts, New Jersey, and Rhode Island. Other states not
shown include Kansas and New York, because National Forest System lands within these states
contain no inventoried roadless areas nor special designated areas.

Other information is shown on the maps for general reference, and includes major communities,
highways, lakes, and rivers. The primary National Forest System administrative boundaries have
been outlined, but due to the scale of the maps, it was not possible to show all privately owned
lands, State lands, or other federally managed lands within the administrative boundaries. Each map
includes a chart in the legend that displays the acreage for categories of National Forest System
lands.

The National Forest System lands contain a wide variety of specially designated areas, including:
National Wilderness, National Primitive Area, National Scenic Research Area, National Scenic
Area, National Wild and Scenic Rivers, National Recreation Area, National Game Refuge and
Wildlife Preserve, National Monument, National Volcanic Monument, National Historic Area,
Wilderness Study Area, Research Natural Area, and other Congressionally designated areas. Contact
the local national forest or grassland if more detailed information is desired for any inventoried
roadless or special designated area.

The map and acreage information in this volume was revised after the publication of the draft
environmental impact statement. These revisions include: 1) display of all special designated areas
in the categories described above, 2) separation of all inventoried roadless areas which were
previously included within special designated areas, 3) inclusion of updated and approved roadless
area inventories associated with forest plan revisions, and 4) cartographic adjustments and
corrections to inventoried roadless areas to match national forest and grassland planning record
information. See Volume 1, Chapter 1 for an expanded explanation of these changes.

These maps were prepared using information provided by individual national forests and grasslands.
Full color versions of these maps are available at the roadless web site (roadless.fs.fed.us). A
variety of land use data were consolidated into a series of Geographic Information Systems (GIS)
computer files. Administrative level maps in this document are typically displayed at a scale of
1:350,000 to 1:1,500,000. Acreage calculations and other analyses used in Volume 1, and the
acreage summaries included on these Volume 2 maps, are based upon the highest resolution
possible from the data submitted by each administrative unit, ranging from 1:24,000 to 1:200,000.

1 Inventoried roadless areas are identified as areas of National Forest System land currently inventoried for planning purposes
as roadless (refer to the Glossary in Volume 1 for complete definition of terms).  This inventory is based on existing forest
plans, forest plan revisions in progress where the agency has established a roadless inventory, or other assessments that are
completed and adopted by the agency.  If more recent inventories do not exist, then the inventory information from the second
Roadless Area Review and Evaluation (RARE II) process was used.
